Some of the capitalization and 
punctuation are correct throughout the 
poster.  There are only 3 or 4 spelling 
mistakes, capitalization, and punctuation.   

There are more than 4 
spelling mistakes, 
capitalization, and 
punctuation.    

 

Graphics/ 
Pictures 

The graphics go well with the 
text and there is a good mix of 
text and graphics.
